 Industries Minister P Rajeeve unveils new brand image 

 
Thiruvananthapuram, May 14: All establishments under the Department of Industries & 
Commerce and Public Sector Undertakings (PSUs) in Kerala will carry the common branding 
element “K” in the light green shade of the coconut leaf, giving greater visibility to the state’s 
sustainable and competitive entrepreneurial landscape.  
 
Minister for Industries, Law and Coir Shri P Rajeeve unveiled the new brand image, which 
encapsulates the resurgent entrepreneurial spirit of Kerala, at a function at the Kerala State 
Industrial Development Corporation’s (KSIDC) office here. 
 
Principal Secretary, Industries & Commerce, Shri APM Mohammed Hanish; KSIDC MD Shri Mir 
Mohammed Ali; Director (Industries and Commerce), Shri Vishnuraj P and Shri Santhosh 
Koshy Thomas, MD, Kerala Industrial Infrastructure Development Corporation (KINFRA) 
were among those present. 
 
Speaking on the occasion, Shri Rajeeve said “the rebranding initiative resulted from the idea 
of giving greater visibility to the on-ground transformation of our industrial landscape, while 
highlighting the state’s unique identity”, he added.  
 
The nature of business in Kerala has undergone a profound transformation with the state now 
emerging as a highly preferred destination for sustainable and knowledge-based enterprises 
that leverage human resources familiar with advanced technology, he said. 
 
As part of the initiative, all institutions under the Industries Department including Directorate 
of Industries and Commerce and its district, taluk and block level offices, KSIDC, KINFRA, 
Kerala Bureau of Industrial Promotion (K-bip), all Public Sector enterprises as well as the 
Directorate of Coir and cashew units will receive a visible facelift, the Minister said.  
 
“The state has been pro-actively pushing its policies based on the motto ‘Nature, People, and 
Industry’ and a slew of new policies were implemented under this vision,” said Shri APM 
Mohammed Hanish. The rebranding aims to give a common brand image to represent the new 
integrated efforts of the industrial department, he added. 

Explaining key features of the brand image, Shri Mir Mohammed Ali noted said the letter “K”, 
the central element in the mnemonic, stands for ‘Kerala and the Community. The entire 
branding is in shades of Kerala’s signature green, reflecting the state’s natural beauty and 
growth while the two sleek, curved arrows symbolise speed and growth. 
 
The whole mnemonic conveys the sense of trustworthiness that the establishments meet high 
standards, he added.

Invest Kerala Summit: Minister Rajeeve lays foundation stone for first project 

 

• Geojit's IT complex at Kakkanad to be completed in two years 

 

Kochi, May 24: Industries Minister Shri P. Rajeeve today laid the foundation stone for real-

estate major Geojit’s IT complex at Infopark Phase-II, marking fast-paced implementation of the 

projects that came up at the Invest Kerala Global Summit (IKGS 2025) held here in February. 

 

Significantly, this is the first project out of a large number of Expressions of Interest received at 

IKGS, organised by the state government, to have its foundation laid.  

 

The IKGS had brought in investment proposals worth Rs 1.96 lakh-crore, including those in the 

IT sector. The Government expects that at least 60 per cent of these proposals will be realised, 

the Minister noted, adding that the national realisation average from similar investment 

summits was less than 20%.  

 

Thirteen projects received at the IKGS will start this month itself, the Minister said at the 

ceremony in suburban Kakkanad. 

 

To achieve the target, Kerala State Industrial Development Corporation (KSIDC) led weekly 

review meetings with the stakeholders. In addition, a dashboard has been set up to assess the 

progress of the projects. 

 

The Minister said the government was taking “all possible steps” to facilitate industrial 

development and attract investment in the state. As part of this, the lease period has been 

increased from 30 years to 90. The project is being implemented on the basis of framework 

works to ensure speedy implementation, he added. 

 

Recalling that it has been decided to use the land of PSU Traco Cable for the development of 

Infopark, the Minister said the plot will be made available as soon as possible amid smooth 

clearances of legal hurdles.  

 

“Kerala’s most valued capital is its talented workforce which is enabling to emerge as a 

knowledge economy. There is great potential for industries in this sector,” he noted. 

 

Geojit Chairman Shri C.J. George pointed out that the project was shelved due to some confusion 

regarding the lease period, but got it revived, thanks to the steps taken by the State Government. 

The industry community had specifically raised issues relating to the lease period at Invest 

Kerala Global Summit, Shri George recalled, hailing the minister for initiating reforms for the 

growth of industrial sector.

Malakkaran, besides top officials of KSIDC, Infopark and Geojit were present at the function. 

 

The headquarters of the city-based Geojit’s IT and IT-related services is coming up in Infopark 

Phase II. The project,  with an investment of Rs 150 crore, will have built-up area of 3 lakh 

square feet. The construction will be completed within two years. The facility is expected 

to generate 2000 employment.

EoIs from Invest Kerala Global Summit get underway: Minister Rajeeve 
 

Four proposals worth Rs 1,211 cr began in April; 8 projects to get under way this month 
 
Thiruvananthapuram, May 21: Four projects for which EOIs were received in Invest Kerala 
Global Summit (IKGS) held at Kochi this February with a total outlay of Rs. 1,211 crores 
commenced in April, while 8 projects with an investment of Rs. 2,675 crores will have their 
foundation stones laid this month. 
 
The 4 projects have the potential to generate 3,050 jobs. As many as 8,800 jobs will be created 
by the 8 projects.  
 
Disclosing this at a press conference here today, Minister for Industries, Law and Coir Shri P 
Rajeeve said this clearly affirmed Kerala’s standing as a premier investment destination with 
increased investor trust in the government. 
 
Also, another five projects, with an investment outlay of Rs over 1,000 crore and the potential 
to generate 2,400 jobs, are slated to begin in June, he noted. 
 
“The proactive steps taken by the government following IKGS 2025 underscore the state’s 
strong commitment to investor facilitation and results-driven governance,” Shri Rajeeve said.  
“By combining transparent digital tools, decentralised execution, and policy reform, Kerala is 
setting a new benchmark for investment promotion and project implementation in the 
country,” he added. 
 
AI company Dynimated’sRs.800 crore project in Ernakulam, Joy Alukkas Group’s residential 
and hospital project with an investment of Rs. 300 Cr in Ernakulam, Positive Chip Boards 
manufacturing unit in Ernakulam with an investment of Rs. 51 cr and MS Wood Alliance 
Park’s manufacturing unit in Kannur with an investment of Rs. 60 cr are the four projects that 
came up at IKGS 2025 which commenced in April. 
 
Kalyan Silks’ Rs. 500.00 cr project in Thrissur, Athachi’s Rs. 100 cr project in Palakkad, 
Sutherland’s Rs. 1500 cr project at Kochi, Gasha Steels Rs. 110 Cr project at Palakkad, Krishna 
Institute of Medical Sciences’ Rs. 200 Cr project at Kollam and Thrissur, Delta Aggregates – a 
Private Industrial Park in Pathanamthitta Rs. 15 cr project, Indraprastha’s Rs. 100 cr project 
at Kochi, Geojit Financial Services Rs.150 cr project in Kochi are set to start by the end of May. 
 
Among other major proposals that came up at IKGS 2025, the Genome Valley at Life Sciences 
Park with an investment of Rs. 3,800 crores in Thiruvananthapuram will commence 
construction shortly while Unity Mall at Thiruvananthapuram will be inaugurated in 
November, the Minister said.  
 
Principal Secretary, Industries & Commerce, Shri APM Mohammed Hanish, KSIDC Executive 
Director Shri Harikrishnan R and KINFRA MD Shri Santhosh Koshy Thomas were also present.  



 

 

 
A dedicated Advisory group, chaired by the Minister for Industries, has been formed for 
monitoring project implementation, coordinating across departments and resolving issues 
swiftly to enable seamless execution. Principal Secretary, Industries, is the Vice Chairman and 
Kerala State Industrial Development Corporation (KSIDC) MD the convener of this body, 
which has representatives of industry and trade bodies, renowned industrialists, and senior 
government officials as members. 
 
A high-level policy reform meeting chaired by the Chief Minister is scheduled in June. The 
meeting will address the procedural and policy bottlenecks that affect investment 
implementation and focus on improving the overall Ease of Doing Business. 
 
The Industrial Land Web Portal, https://industrialland.kerala.gov.in has been launched to 
create a database of land available in the state for industrial purposes, said the Minister. The 
portal will function like a matchmaking website where those who have land available for 
industrial purposes can list their information on it, he noted. 
 
Another portal, developed by Kerala State Industrial Development Corporation (KSIDC), 
provides investors and departments with real-time updates and critical information about 
each proposal's implementation status. It also features a monthly progress report to ensure 
transparency and stakeholder accountability. 
 
Out of some 450 EoIs (Expressions of Interest) received at IKGS, over 370 project-level 
meetings have been conducted so far, and updated status reports and photographs uploaded 
to the dashboard of IKGS portal.  
 
Nodal officers have been granted direct access to the portal to update project milestones, 
including land status, construction commencement, commercial operations start dates, and all 
communications with promoters and departments. They are expected to complete one-on-one 
meetings with all project promoters by May 30, 2025.  
 
The state government has also implemented a comprehensive and structured mechanism for 
EoI conversion to ensure effective follow-through on these investment proposals.  
 
A five-step escalation protocol has been introduced to ensure the timely resolution of investor 
issues. These include: initial resolution at the nodal officer level; engagement with concerned 
department; formal communication if unresolved; escalation to the Secretary level; and, if still 
pending, final escalation to the minister concerned. This structured approach ensures 
accountability and responsiveness at every level of government interaction.

Invest Kerala Summit: NDR Warehousing forays into Kerala with ₹250-cr investment  

 4–5 lakh sq. ft. of automated warehousing space to be developed in Aluva

Investment Summit: WGH begins work on five-star hotel in Nedumbassery 

 
 World Group announces investment of Rs 500 crore in next five years 

 
Kochi, May 26: Hospitality major WGH Hotels and Resorts has begun construction of a five-
star hotel in the vicinity of Cochin international Airport at Nedumbassery,  taking forward the 
massive investment proposals it made at the Invest Kerala Global Summit (IKGS 2025) held 
here in February. 
 
The project comes as part of the announcement of World Group Heritage (WGH) at theIKGS to 
implement investment projects worth Rs 500 crore in the state's hospitality sector in the next 
five years, WGH Managing Director Shri J Jayakrishnan informed Industries Minister Shri P 
Rajeeve on the latter’s visit to the site today. 
 
The Minister said a recent surge in the big construction projects reflected the faith of global 
hospitality brands in Kerala’s industrial environment. As Kerala tops the country’s number of 
five-star hotels, the state ought to enjoy its results by also generating more skilled hands in 
the tourism sector, he noted after assessing the progress of work at WGH Hotels & 
Resorts’opulent hospitality facility. 
 
The Nedumbassery project is expected to attract an investment of Rs 250 crore, creating 
1,050 jobs. The hotel, with an area of 1.75 lakh square feet, will have 120 rooms with state-of-
the-art facilities, besides six food-and-beverage outlets and conference facilities. 
 
WGH, which has been operating in the state’s hospitality sector since 2012, has announced 
new international standard projects with modern facilities in Kochi, besides Varkala, 
Thiruvananthapuram and Ashtamudi, along with resorts operating in coastal Alappuzha as 
well as hilly Munnar and Thekkady. 
 
The Nedumbassery hotel complex will be inaugurated on January 1, 2028, Shri Jayakrishnan 
revealed, adding that Kerala's infrastructure development and progressive tourism policies 
are an “inspiration” for new investments. 
 
The World Group, which started in the construction industry and has expanded into DRI, 
retail, logistics, consulting and agriculture, is headquartered in Odisha. It has invested over Rs 
250 crore in Kerala’s hospitality sector over the last two years. The group’s next phase plans 
expect an invest of Rs 400 crore to set up resorts, besides an international standard 
hospitality college in Kochi and a chain of vegetarian hotels across the state. The resorts in 
Varkala and Ashtamudi will start operations from 2027.
